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The Bridges: Mathematical Connections in Art, Music, and Science is a Nonprofit Corporation that is run by its Board of Directors votes.  This organization has been established in the state of Maryland, USA.  Its website is WWW.BridgesMathArt.Org.

The purpose of this corporation is to make a centre for collaboration of mathematicians, scientists, educators, scholars, and artists from both inside and outside academia to not only continue the tradition of holding the annual Bridges Conference, but also to develop innovative artistic or educational tools, such as software utilities, movies, textbooks, and other types of productions, and disseminate them among colleges and universities, corporations, and government educational agencies.  The corporation will also be involved in other activities such as organizing public lectures, concerts, workshops, and art exhibits in topics related to the objectives of the corporation.  The Bridges Corporation will attract grant proposals and grant writers for developing books and textbooks, artistic productions, or instructional technology tools and resources.
Idea One: Membership
The Bridges Board of Directors has approved to include members:  Each person who attends a Bridges Conference will automatically be considered as a member for a period of one school year from the beginning of that conference to the beginning of the next conference. A person who do not attend the conference can join as a member for that period by a membership fee of $20.00 per year.  The benefits will be as follows: The members receive discount subscription rate for the Journal of Mathematics and the Arts.  They also receive discounts rate for the Bridges Conference registration fees.  How can we create a productive membership?  We are looking for a membership coordinator.
Idea Two: Student Scholarship
There is a growing number of students, graduate and undergraduate, who would like to participate in the Bridges Conference and are looking for financial supports. It seems reasonable to establish some scholarships for the legacy of some math/art individuals to help students to participate in the conference.  We are looking for members to organize the fundraising efforts. What we can do in this regard?

Idea Three: Mini Bridges in Mini Van
The Bridges Organization has gathered various math and art related workshop manipulative sets, a good number of two and three dimensional artworks from different math/art artists, and a large set of related movies.  An idea is to have two-day Mini Bridges conferences that include a public lecture, an art exhibit, two or three workshops, and one or two movies, such a way that all the equipments and artworks can be packed in a minivan that can travel around. Is it worthwhile to pursue this and write grants for it?
